Definitions

Community service—services rendered by the student to schools, organizations or groups outside of school and performed beyond the student’s school day.

Volunteer—one who contributes time and service without receiving pay.

Two types of community service are:
· Direct service—providing services that relate directly to person(s) or the community, such as assisting at a daycare center, afterschool tutoring at an elementary school, or coaching little league soccer.

· Indirect service—providing services that do not directly benefit a particular person, but are essential to the sustenance of the organization, such as doing clerical work or stuffing envelopes at a non-profit organization, collecting clothing for a women’s shelter.

The following are not considered as “community service”:

· Advocacy—involves speaking out (or lobbying) on behalf of an issue or cause.  Students interested in advocacy activities could develop this interest as a senior project product.

· Internships—undergoing supervised practical training with a professional in the community.  Some internships are paid; others are not.  
· Religious Activities—activities performed to benefit one’s church, such as singing in the church choir, distributing religious materials, or teaching Sunday School.
